At G&S Service, Inc., of Johnston,
IA, one of the employees isn’t tall
enough to drive, nor is he able to 
hook up a wheel lift to a disabled 
vehicle. But according to Glen Mikel,
who owns the shop, this tiny member
of his staff earns his paycheck every
day. He’s a dog named Jack.

Jack is a Jack Russell terrier. When
he’s not riding shotgun in Mikel’s
truck, Jack keeps everyone in the
office company. He’s also a great
stress reliever during a long day at
work. “When our drivers come in,”
said Mikel, “Jack jumps in their laps
and makes them pet him. It calms
them down and helps them relax. 
It’s really amazing to watch.” 

However, Jack is more than just an
office mascot and ride-along buddy.
Aside from his naturally friendly

nature, there’s another reason why
Jack is so good with people: he’s a 
certified therapy dog. 

Adopted By Jack

Six years ago, Mikel posted to a 
web site for people interested in 
rescuing Jack Russell terriers that 
had been abandoned or saved from
neglectful or abusive owners. “Pretty
soon I got an e-mail back from the
head of the rescue organization,”
recalled Mikel. “They thought they
had a dog that would fit me.” At noon
on Memorial Day of that year, the 
rescue organization’s staff brought a
Jack Russell terrier to Mikel’s home. 
It was important to test whether Mikel
and the dog would get along with
each other. 

When Mikel rolled up in his truck
and got out, he wasn’t sure what

would happen. At that moment, he
said, “The dog broke away from the
rescue people and ran to me. He
adopted me on the spot!” 

Peppy and vocal, Jack became a 
fixture at Mikel’s towing firm. “He’s 
a very loyal companion,” said Mikel,
who relies on Jack for business advice
as well. During recovery jobs when a
customer rides in the cab, Mikel lets
Jack do the talking. “Jack is a very 
good judge of character. If he sits in
the customer’s lap and lets them pet
him, then I know they’re okay people,”
noted Mikel. “But if Jack stays away
from a customer, then I know I need

to watch them — and collect my
money up front.”

Jack & Annie

At the time, Mikel and his wife,
Susan, wanted to certify her Jack
Russell terrier, Annie, as a therapy
dog. The test, conducted by Therapy
Dogs International, would determine
whether Annie was capable of provid-
ing companionship during periodic
visits to hospitals, nursing homes, and
other organizations where a friendly
pet could make a world of difference
to someone in need. 

The Mikels wondered if Jack might
make a good therapy dog as well. “We
didn’t know if a Jack Russell terrier
could be trained to do anything like
that,” said Mikel, because the breed 
is known for being a bit…well, hyperac-
tive. On the day of the test, “Jack and
Annie both passed with flying colors,”
remembered Mikel.

Coincidentally, Mikel’s next-door
neighbor, who works to rehabilitate
injured and physically handicapped
children, mentioned that local care
organizations were looking for small
dogs to be used for therapeutic pur-
poses.

Jack’ll Do It

Soon thereafter, Jack became a reg-
ular fixture at local nursing homes
and at ChildServe, an organization
that assists children who have special
health care needs.

helps children exercise their extremi-
ties by petting him, throwing balls 
for him to retrieve, and other activi-
ties. 

In addition, Jack is helpful with
speech therapy because he’s trained
to respond to verbal commands. “Tell
him to do something, and he’ll do it,”
said Mikel. Jack works with children
as young as six months old and adults
up through 25 years of age. 

Although he doesn’t wear a cell
phone, Jack is on duty seven days a
week. “He’s always on call with Child-
Serve,” Mikel said. “So whenever some-
one needs us, we go. It’s kind of like the
towing business.” 

Although Jack might not realize how
many lives he improves on a daily
basis, Mikel and his towing staff are
well aware of how a little love from a
caring pet can make the difference.
“Even when we’ve had a hard day,” said
Mikel, “Jack gives us something to care
about.”
